Submission Rules and Guidelines for Entries
All the Submissions are judged anonymously; none will be returned. You can submit no more than one work for each genre. 

Entries will be judged on content, originality, and language use.

All decisions made by the judges are final. 

If there is any deviation from the specific submission rules and guidelines, the entry will be disqualified. 
Attach a cover letter providing your full name, address, phone number, genre, and the title of the submission.
Five Genres
1. Essay
The competition essay should be unpublished, and no more than 1000 words. 

2. Poem
The competition poem should be unpublished, and no more than 40 lines. 

3. Short Short Story
The competition short short story should be unpublished, and no more than 1000 words. 

4. Picture Book
The competition picture book, not necessarily written for children, should be unpublished and no more than 32 pages. Below are the specific guidelines for picture book entries:

a. 1000 words or less 
b. For any age group
c. Either black and white or color illustrations
d. Submit in JPG image file format
5. Mini-Play
  The play can be an original or an adaptation of an existing work. The script should be no longer than 8 double-spaced pages equal to 10-15 minutes for performance. 
Deadline: All works must be uploaded no later than April 15, 2011.
